S.E. Asia Earthquake

Many months after the deadly
earthquake, which killed some 86,000
and injured over 100,000, more than 2
million people were still homeless,
mostly in remote, inaccessible areas.
An estimated one million survivors are
living without adequate shelter in high
valleys above the snowline where they
will be cut off when heavy snow starts to
fall and will remain so until about April.

An already grim situation has taken
a turn for the worse as a new crisis
begins. As the weather and living
conditions continue to deteriorate,
a new calamity has begun caused
by disease and ilinesses festering
in the squalid camps and hovering
menacingly over all quake-hit areas.

With the number of life-threatening
ilinesses increasing everyday, the
window of opportunity to save lives
is closing.

Hurricane Katrina

Even though the water has receded, the
debris and devastation of Hurricanes
Katrina and Rita remains. In response,
emergency relief teams, deployed
within days of Hurricane Katrina,
provided emergency relief supplies to
displaced families and communities in
the greater Baton Rouge area and are
now assisting with their recovery and
reconstructions efforts.

With the emergency phase of the
disaster over, the recovery and
reconstruction phase follows.

APE designated agencies will

be assessing long-term projects

such as permanent shelter and

youth centre construction, educational
assistance and coordinating projects
that restore people’s ability to

provide for themselves.

While communities are already
working to restore their lives and what

was lost, they have a long way to go
and need your help. As Hurricane
Katrina and Rita fade out of the news
media, the survivors still need your
help to get back on their feet.

South Asia Tsunami

The Asian tsunami on the 26th
December 2004 killed almost 40,000
people in Sri Lanka. Thousands of
those missing were never recovered.
Most of the small, coastal villages in
southern and eastern Sri Lanka were
completely destroyed. Over a million
people were left homeless.

In the Nanggroe Aceh Darussalam
Province of Indonesia, where 42,000
fishermen and their families live, 70
percent of the small-scale fishing fleet
have been destroyed. In Nias Island,
about 800 fishing canoes have been
destroyed. Two thirds of local fishermen
from the capital Banda Aceh were killed
by the waves.

Two years on, aid has still
not reached some of those
who need it most.

Java Earthquake

In the latest of these horrific natural
disasters, a large earthquake hit the
Indonesian island of Java in May 2006,
almost completely destroying parts of
the southern area of Yogyakarta and
killing as many as 6,200 people. The
number of survivors seeking medical
treatment has overwhelmed local
hospitals, and a number of mobile
clinics and field hospitals have sprung
up to try to help the injured, but they
are struggling to meet demand and,
with an estimated 200,000 people
having been displaced, few of those
treated have a home to return to.
